Our October holidays were interrupted by the announcement
of the vaccine mandate and this term has been impacted as we have had to work through the many and varied
implications of this. Unfortunately, due to employment situations still being in process we are not in a position to
be able to acknowledge the individual staff impacted by this mandate however it is our intention to do so as soon
as it is possible as we are greatly aware of the significant impact that this has had.
