He Pito Kérero!

Nga mihi mahana mai nga hihi o Tamanuitera e te whanau!
Greetings to you all, as we feel the warmth of Tamanuitera returning to Hineraumati!

Last week on 28 October, it was exactly 189 years since the signing of He Whakaputanga o te Rangatiratanga o
Nu Tireni (known in English as the Declaration of Independence of the United Tribes of New Zealand) occurred
in Aotearoa. He Whakaputanga was signed by 34 northern rangatira, and a year later, when the first flag to
represent our country was recognised by the King of England, other rangatira signed it, one being Te Hapuku, a
rangatira from this rohe and a tupuna of Papa Jerry Hapuku, the kaumatua who oversaw the blessing of our
whare, Te Manukura.

He Whakaputanga has been seen as the pre-condition to Te Tiriti o Waitangi. It consisted of four articles — it
asserted that sovereign power and authority in the land resided with Te Whakaminenga, the Confederation of
United Tribes, and that no foreigners could make laws. Te Whakaminenga was to meet at Waitangi each autumn
to frame laws, and in return for their protection of British subjects in their territory, they sought King William's
protection against threats to their mana. They also thanked the King for acknowledging their flag.
