| was recently listening to a korero that resonated with me that
one of our whaea from our kura shared. The korero was from
Pa Ropata, or Rob McGowan. | remember Pa McGowan, when
he was the priest for the Catholic Maori parish in Paki Paki. He
moved on to to the Whanganui River where the kaumatua and
kuia shared their knowledge of rongoa Maori — traditional Maori
medicinal practices — with him. Pa is renowned amongst the
Rongoa practitioners across the motu for the wealth of
knowledge he holds and shares, both physically and spiritually,
within this domain.

As we look to the stars to read what the year ahead holds for us, it is also a time to look to the whenua to feel
what is happening in the realm of Tane. The slowing down of the plants and trees is a tohu for us to do the same
thing. In our busy lives, Matariki is also a time of self-reflection and a time to recalibrate, which is what the
children of Tane are doing in their own way! The plants seem like they are asleep, however they are gathering
energy to prepare for what needs to happen in the time of Koanga — Spring. This was the essence of the korero
that Pa shared, which we all know, and that | appreciated being reminded about...Me huritao whaiaro tatou —
a time for self-reflection and replenishment for us all. Below is a kawakawa tea recipe that Kura, our past librarian
shared that | love!

The heart-shaped leaf of the kawakawa tree is full of wintry goodness. Packed with vitamin C, it is a digestive
aid, immune booster, and blood purifier.
e Pick three or four leaves (the leaves closer to the stem full of holes are the most potent — the
caterpillars are showing you to the best leaves).
e Bruise the leaves to help release the flavour.
e Simmer for 10 minutes (with the lid on to keep in the goodness) with 2 slices of ginger, and then add
juice of a lemon, and honey to taste.
