For the last four weeks Mrs Frigerio and I have had the pleasure of working with Class 12 on the production of their
play Radium Girls by DW Gregory.  Performing in a play requires a great amount of generosity of spirit from all
involved in the production and the success comes down to how well everyone works cohesively together.

Within
school students are supported in preparing for their performance by staff with direction, technical skills, costume
expertise and speech work.

Weekly this generosity of spirit and working together is evident in our Friday markets, our liaison parents, our school
canteen, in the playground, in sports team practices and games and in classrooms.   We are fortunate in the
commitment of our governors who generously volunteer their time within their respective board and trust hui as
well as in the many subcommittees which support the governance mahi.

Working cohesively together also extends nationally into our mahi with our fellow Steiner Waldorf kura around the
country.  Our teachers within the school and kindergarten are meeting termly with colleagues in other Steiner
Waldorf schools, deepening their shared pictures of Steiner Waldorf education. The Steiner Waldorf principals are
regularly and consistently working together to strengthen our education across areas of teacher development, special
character understanding, assessment, administration, leadership and curriculum.

As the curtains close on the second term of our year, we would like to acknowledge the generosity of spirit which
has enabled so many rich experiences for our students, community and staff and we look forward to many more
during the second half of the year.
